SUMMER 2020

On June 5, 2020 there was a lunar eclipse at 15 degrees Sagittarius.  
Dane Rudhyar, a very famous astrologer who passed away in 1985 
at the age of 90, says of lunar eclipses:

“Lunar eclipses are challenges to personal integration. The Earth is 
pulled in opposite directions by the Sun and Moon; this can mean 
disintegration or a new adjustment to life, a new quality of 
integration of self with the environment.”

Dane Rudhyar wrote this in 1968 and it speaks of what we have 
going on today— climate change, CoVid-19 pandemic, protests, 
abuse of power, racism and violent storms. We are certainly in a 
time of disintegration and adjusting to life in new ways.

In the eclipse chart of June 5th there was a T-square with Mars in 
Pisces squaring the Sun in Gemini and the Moon in Sagittarius, 
which focused awareness in the direction of spiritual truth and 
how we can act and move through deceit and illusion.  Mars was 
also conjunct Neptune in Pisces which brought up misinformation 
and confusion fueled by social media and the internet, teaching us 
to fact check and not take things at face value and to be more 
discerning. This conjunction invites us to connect with our own 
essential nature from a loving place in the world and in ourselves, 
and to stand for the end of injustice, oppression and destruction. 

On June 20, 2020 there was a solar eclipse in Cancer coinciding with 
the Solstice on June 20, 2020.  Dane Rudhyar says of solar eclipses:
